1). My lecture series will continue here on Tuesday, at 6 p.m., in our Chapel. The series is called Mission of the Prophets in the Old Testament.                                                                                                                                                                       
Tuesday, September 19th:  Gideon³s vocation and mission.  If we analyzed all the descriptions of the vocations, we would see that they have many    
common elements. In biblical literature, there is a certain pattern or literary pattern that shows the history of the call of a significant figure to fulfill    
important tasks for the benefit of the whole nation. In this context, it can be said that a narrative of vocation, having its own scheme, is a kind of literary 
genre in the books of the Bible. The most common elements in this template are: 
¶ Presentation of the character and socio-historical situation 
¶ Theophany 
¶ Mission to be fulfilled 
¶ Reaction of the appointment 
¶ Request for a sign confirming the origin of the mission from God  
We used this pattern while talking about Moses and we will use it with Gideon this Tuesday. Please read Judges 6-8 beforehand, if you can.   

2). During one of my daily meditations, my thoughts turned to a recent statistic that I found astounding. Only 1% of Catholics, as of 2008, read 1 Catholic 
book a year.  Therefore, I am recommending we read 1 book a month together. Let us begin with the month of September with God or Nothing  A     
Conversation on Faith with Nicholas Diat by Cardinal Robert Sarah. I will reference this book during my homilies in September 23/24, so you have an 
extra week to prepare yourself for an engaging homily. It can be found on formed.org. under the Inspirational tab.  Currently, only 130  households from 
our parish have committed to this monthly challenge.  I would like to see 100% parish participation!
